Modified Sales Agreement
This contract is between the buyer and Breton Brook Indian Dogs and constitutes the entire understanding between the two parties, with the exception of a purchase price, which will void this contract if not agreed to at the time the standard contract is requested by Breton Brook.  

Be advised that the SIBERIAN INDIAN DOG is a very social animal and needs companionship almost all the time. If you cannot provide companionship in the form of a second pet, or person then the SIBERIAN INDIAN DOG is probably not the right breed of dog for you. 

A $150.00 non-refundable deposit will be required to hold a SIBERIAN INDIAN DOG pup for you.  Breton Brook will notify you when puppies are expected to offer you the opportunity to retain your position on the puppy waiting list by completing the standard agreement and submitting it with your deposit.  You will have 2 weeks from the date of notification to complete the agreement and return it before we will offer your position on the waiting list to another party.  It is the buyer’s responsibility to notify Breton Brook if the agreement and deposit will be delayed for any reason.  Breton Brook reserves the sole right, at their discretion, to extend the 2 week deadline.   

If the litter does not contain a puppy that matches your preference, you will be allowed to choose another puppy or wait for the next litter.  All picks of the litter will be based on first come, first pick as determined by the postmark date on the envelope used to send Breton Brook the notarized, signed modified sales agreement or standard sales agreement, whichever comes first.  The purchase price for your puppy will be determined by the published price at the time you send in your agreement, unless other arrangements have been made. 
All monies, including the cost of a certified health check, must be paid by the time the pup is four weeks of age. If there is a health issue with the pup, Breton Brook Indian Dogs will pay for the health check, keep the puppy and will give either a full refund or a replacement puppy.  The certified health check must be paid for by the new puppy owner before the puppy may be shipped to or picked up by the buyer.
Breton Brook Indian Dogs guarantees that your pup will be free from any disabling genetic health problems, up until the dog reaches two years of age. 
Due to the 2 year old protocol for OFA evaluations, chronic hip dysplasia (CHD) will be covered until the puppy is 25 months of age.  Breton Brook Indian Dogs will not be responsible for any veterinarian bills for any pup sold.  If a disabling genetic health abnormality such as CHD does occur, two different written diagnoses from two different licensed veterinarians, and copies of the x-rays and/or reports, must be sent to Breton Brook Indian Dogs. Diagnoses must occur at the proper developmental age for the puppy.  If you have a certified vet perform a PennHIP evaluation (http://www.thepetcenter.com/xra/ph.html) only 1 veterinarian certification, with copies of the report and films, is required.  Euthanization will be paid for by the owner.  Breton Brook will provide a replacement pup within nine months of the euthanization or a refund of the original cost of the animal only, not including shipping costs or any other veterinarian fees.  Proof of euthanasia must be sent to Breton Brook by (one of) the licensed veterinarians who diagnosed the condition and performed the procedure.  Proper diet and exercise has been found to significantly improve the physical development of puppies, as discussed in the PennHIP article. 

Breton Brook will guarantee the health of any animal sold, at the time of the sale.  All pups sold will be free from internal and external parasites and have at least the first puppy vaccination administered before leaving Breton Brook. A certified veterinarian health check will accompany all Breton Brook pups. Breton Brook Indian Dogs is not responsible for any illnesses, injuries or diseases, other than hereditary conditions, that occur after pup leaves the premises. 

Breton Brook recommends that new owner give a complete daily vitamin supplement for puppies/dogs that is age appropriate and approved by your veterinarian.  A high quality, meat-based diet is absolutely necessary for growing pups; just don't feed so much of it that the pup becomes overweight. A high protein, high fat, dry kibble is also recommended. Chew bones and knuckles are highly advisable for tooth and gum health, as well as providing an acceptable teething outlet.
All pups will be sold as pets, not breeding animals, and must be spayed or neutered by 10 months of age. Any person or persons signing this agreement, whether acting as a buying agent for another individual, or purchases a SIBERIAN INDIAN DOG for another individual, is liable to spay or neuter the dog and comply with all sales conditions.  Failure to comply will result in the buyer/buyers, previous or current, paying all legal fees, court costs and travel costs incurred if the buyer/buyers must be pursued for failure to perform in accordance with the terms of this contract. Breton Brook Indian Dogs will refund the cost to spay/neuter your pup, up to $100.00, upon receipt of proof of spay or neuter which includes the cost for the procedure, for pups purchased from Breton Brook only.  
All SIBERIAN INDIAN DOGS will be treated humanely with proper veterinarian care.  You should NEVER physically punish a dog (hitting, pushing nose into feces, etc.).  Positive methods of training that reward good behavior should be used.  Your puppy is just like a baby and must be taught to know what is expected of it at a time that is appropriate to its age and developmental level.  Please be sure that you are prepared to invest the time and patience needed to raise a puppy so it can become a healthy and happy companion.  

No SIBERIAN INDIAN DOG is sold as a total house or apartment dog.  There must be a suitable containment area for the animal to be able to run and play off leash. No SIBERIAN INDIAN DOG may be chained to a stationary object (i.e. a tree).  Daily walks and obedience training are strongly encouraged for any dog, including your new puppy.  If you intend to crate train your puppy, you must follow professional training practices.  If done improperly, your puppy may think it is being punished and may develop anxiety and/or behavior problems.
All SIBERIAN INDIAN DOGS, 12 weeks of age or younger, must be returned to Breton Brook Indian Dogs if they are no longer wanted by their current owners. Breton Brook will find a suitable home at the current owner’s expense.  Breton Brook will reimburse the owner up to the purchase price, less expenses incurred, based on the sale price. There will be a $12.00 per day charge for puppies 9 weeks of age or older if not picked up by their owner or a courier service.  Any extra vaccinations or de-wormings that the pup receives during this period must be paid by the buyer before the pup leaves the premises.  These charges also apply to unwanted returned pups.
